Inadequate transport facility,
complex procedures of cus-
toms clearances at the border,
limited crossing points for
entry of goods, expensive
trans-shipment followed by
poor flow of payment sys-
tem,” he added.

He said the intra-regional
trade figures for South Asia
are disappointing as trade in
the region constitutes only 1.4
percent of the total world
imports and 1.2 percent of
exports, whereas merchandise
trade is only 27.9 percent of
GDP, the lowest in the world.
